The Texas Success Initiative (TSI)
is a state-legislated program
designed to improve student

success in college. There are two com-
ponents of the program:
1. an assessment to diagnose stu-

dents’ basic skills in reading,
mathematics and writing; and

2. developmental instruction to
strengthen academic skills that
need improvement.

All students are required by law to take
an assessment test approved by the
Higher Education Coordinating Board
or prove they are exempt prior to
enrollment.

� A student with a SAT I test score of at least 1070 and
a math score of at least 500 is exempt from the math
requirement

� A student with a SAT I score of at least 1070 and a
verbal score of at least 500 is exempt from the
reading and writing requirements

� A student with an ACT composite score of at least
23 and a math score of at least 19 is exempt from
the math requirement

� A student with an ACT composite score of at least
23 and an English score of at least 19 is exempt from
the reading and writing requirements

� A student with a TAKS math score of at least 2200
is exempt from the math requirement

� A student with a TAKS English/language arts score
of at least 2200 and an essay score of at least 3 is
exempt from the reading and writing requirements

� Bachelor’s degree or associate’s degree

� If you are serving on active duty as a member of the
armed forces of the United States, the Texas
National Guard or as a member of a reserve
component of the armed forces of the United States
and have been serving for at least three years
preceding enrollment

� If you were honorably discharged, retired or released

from active duty as a member of the armed forces
of the United States or the Texas National Guard or
as a member of a reserve component of the armed
forces of the United States on or after August 1,
1990

� If you are a non-degree seeking or non-certificate-
seeking student

� If you have attended any institution that has
determined that you have met readiness standards
by that institution

� If you have transferred to UT Austin from a private
or independent institution of higher education or
an accredited out-of-state institution of higher
education (including international institutions)
and have satisfactorily completed college-level
coursework

Please Note: The name of the SAT I has recently been
changed to “SAT Reasoning Test”; the name “New SAT”
has been used for the version of the test administered
after January 2005. The verbal portion of the New SAT
has been renamed “critical reading.” Both old and new
total, math and verbal/critical reading scores that are
less than five years old may be used to meet TSI re-
quirements as described here. The essay section of the
New SAT may not be used to meet TSI requirements.

DIIA/Student Testing Services
On-Campus Testing

August 19–August 20, 2009

Tests are required of some students
before they will be allowed to register
for certain courses because the results
are used for placement at appropriate
instructional levels. Other tests are
optional for all students. On most tests,
if you perform well enough you can
earn course credit without actually
taking the course(s).

All new freshman and transfer students
should plan to take the tests offered on
Wednesday, August 19, and Thursday,
August 20. The results of tests taken on
August 19–20 will be available in time
for the registration periods for all new,
readmitted, and continuing students
not yet registered. Results of tests taken
during the first week of classes will
be available in time for the official
add/drop/late registration period. (see
the Fall 2009 online Course Schedule).

Deciding Which Tests
to Take

Read the next section titled, “Tests
Required for Course Placement,”
carefully to see whether or not a
particular test is required of you. If you
do not plan to register for a course for
which a placement test is required, you
do not have to take the test; however,
you may choose to take it in order to
attempt to earn credit.

Credit earned by examination satisfies
degree requirements in the same way
as credit earned by passing courses,
except that it does not count as credit
earned in residence. Unsuccessful
attempts to earn credit by examina-
tion will not be recorded on your
official transcript.

If you are transferring credit from
another college, you should consider
test requirements based on the course
credit you are transferring. For example,
if you transfer credit for a course
equivalent to UT Austin’s RHE 306, then
you will not register for RHE 306.

You are responsible for determining
your eligibility to take a particular test
and for identifying tests required of
you. You cannot earn credit by exam-
ination for a course (or its equivalent)
in which you already have a passing or
failing grade.

Placement in RHE 306
A satisfactory score of 600 or higher
on The SAT Reasoning Test Writing
Section or the ACT Writing/English
Section with a score of 26 or higher
will allow students to claim credit for
RHE 306. All students should plan to
take the Writing Section of The SAT
Reasoning Test or the Writing Section
of the ACT while still in high school.

In addition to a satisfactory score
on the SAT Reasoning Test Writing
Section, students may receive credit
for RHE 306 through transfer credit
for an English course equivalent to UT

Austin's RHE 306, or a satisfactory score
on The College Board Advanced Place-
ment Examination in English Language
and Composition.

Tests Required for Course
Placement

College Board SAT
Subject Test in Mathematics
Level I (Math Level I Test)
Most entry-level mathematics courses
have as a prerequisite either a mini-
mum satisfactory score on the Math
Level 1 Test or credit for a specific
college mathematics course with a
minimum satisfactory grade. The Math
Level 1 Test requires the use of a scien-
tific or graphing calculator. Calculators
will NOT be provided; you must take
one to the test with you for your use.
Calculators may NOT be shared during
the test.

The Math Level 1 or 2 Test also serves
as a basis for credit in M 305G, a pre-
calculus course. Students who already
have a passing or failing grade, or a
grade symbol of CR or X for M 305G (or
its equivalent) and students who have
completed a college calculus course
with a grade of at least a C before taking
the Math Level 1 Test are not eligible for
credit by examination in M 305G.
Consult with your academic advisor
before enrolling in a calculus course. If
you are uncertain about your eligibility,
you may consult DIIA/STS by phone
at 512-232-2662 or by e-mail at diia-
testing@utlists.utexas.edu.
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Retaking Tests

Because many tests can be taken only
once* in the UT Austin on-campus
testing program, you should give
thought to the most appropriate time
to take each test. Tests are offered at
scheduled times before each regis-
tration period. A complete list of UT
Austin tests and testing periods is
available from DIIA/STS Web site at
www.utexas.edu/academic/mec/.

*Exceptions: CLEP examinations may
be repeated after six months. The
Grammar, Spelling and Punctuation Test
and the Word Processing Test may be
taken three times. The CB SAT Subject
Tests in Math Level 1, German with
Listening, and Korean with Listening
may be taken only once on the UT
Austin campus. When taken off campus
at College Board test centers, there is no
limit to the number of times SAT Subject
Tests may be taken.

Test You May Already
Have Taken

If you have taken any of the College
Board (CB) SAT Subject Tests, Advanced
Placement (AP) Examinations, College
Level Examination Program (CLEP)
Subject Examinations or International
Baccalaureate (IB) Examinations used
by UT Austin, you should have the
official report of your score(s) sent to
UT Austin. The College Board score
recipient number for UT Austin is 6882.

If you have taken an SAT Subject Test
on a College Board nationwide test
date, then you need not take it again on
the UT Austin campus unless you want
to try to earn a higher score or you have
not received your score from the
College Board. College Board SAT
Subject Tests in Mathematics Level 1 or
2, German with Listening, Korean with

prerequisite. If you think you should be
exempt from the Word Processing Test,
please consult with the School of
Journalism. The Word Processing Test
does not serve as a basis for course
credit.

Foreign Language Placement Tests
Students with knowledge of a foreign
language, however acquired, must take
a placement test before enrolling for
the first time in a UT Austin course in
that language.

Exception: Students transferring college
credit in most foreign languages are not
required, but are strongly encouraged, to
take a placement test before enrolling in
a UT Austin course in that language.

The College Board (CB) Advanced Place-
ment(AP) Examinations and the Inter-
national Baccalaureate (IB) Higher-Level
Examinations in foreign languages are
used by UT Austin for placement. Other
tests used for language placement are:
The UT Austin Test in Spanish with
Writing Exercise, The University of Wis-
consin College-Level Placement Test in
French, SAT Subject Tests in German with
Listening and Korean with Listening with
UT Austin Supplemental Items, the UT
Austin Tests for Credit in American Sign
Language, Chinese, Hindi, Japanese,
Russian and Vietnamese, and the Polish
Proficiency Test with UT Austin Writing
Sample.

Placement in foreign languages not
specifically mentioned above is
handled on an individual basis in the
departments. Information about the
procedures for taking tests through
these departments is available from
DIIA/STS. For more information, check
the requirements for your degree in the
Undergraduate Catalog.

UT Austin Test for Credit in
Chemistry 301
This UT Austin test for Credit in Chem-
istry is recommended for engineering
majors (with the exception of electrical
and computer engineering majors) and
physics majors who have studied
chemistry in high school and who do
not have credit for CH 301 or its equi-
valent. It is also appropriate for any
student with a strong background in
high school chemistry. Use of a hand
calculator is permitted, though calcula-
tors may not be shared. Programmable
calculators are subject to inspection by
the test administrators.

School of Journalism Grammar,
Spelling and Punctuation Test (GSP)
A satisfactory score on this test is a pre-
requisite for registration for Journalism
315 and most upper-division journalism
courses. Students with transfer credit
for Journalism 315, or its equivalent,
must have a satisfactory score on the
GSP Test to register for any journalism
skills courses. If you think you should be
exempt from the GSP Test, please
consult with the School of Journalism.
See the Course Schedule for courses that
list the GSP Test as a prerequisite. The
GSP Test does not serve as a basis for
course credit.

School of Journalism
Word Processing Test
Demonstration of satisfactory word
processing skills (29 corrected wpm)
is a prerequisite for registration for
Journalism 315 and most upper-division
courses. Students with transfer credit
for J 315 or its equivalent must also
demonstrate satisfactory word process-
ing skills before they can register for
their first UT Austin journalism skills
course beyond J 315. See the Course
Schedule for journalism skills courses
that list word processing skills as a
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Listening, and Physics are used as bases
for credit at UT Austin. A chart showing
the level of performance required to
earn course credit is available from
DIIA/STS. CB Advanced Placement
Examinations, CB CLEP Subject Exam-
inations and International Bacca-
laureate Examinations in several subject
areas can be used as a basis for credit by
examination at UT Austin. In some
subject areas students with qualifying
scores may be exempt from taking
placement tests that might otherwise
be required of them. Charts are
available from DIIA/STS office showing
subject areas and levels of performance
required for credit by examination.

How to Obtain Information
About Tests

UT Austin's program of course place-
ment and credit by examination is
conducted by DIIA/STS. DIIA/STS is
open 8 a.m.–5 p.m., Monday–Friday.
Address mail to DIIA/STS, UT Austin,
Box 7246, Austin, TX 78713-7246; call
512-232-2662; come by the office,
located at 2616 Wichita Street; or
visit the DIIA/STS Web site at www.
utexas.edu/academic/mec/. Use the
information in this Guide to determine
whether you should take tests before
registering for fall semester classes. For
most tests, a description that includes
sample questions is available from
DIIA/STS and the Web site. If you write,
please include your telephone number
and the times you can be reached as
well as your e-mail address if available.

Photo ID Required

Bring to each test a generally accepted
form of identification that includes
both your signature and photograph.
Without such identification, you will
be admitted only if you bring and
relinquish a photograph of yourself. In
such cases, bring enough photographs
to turn one in at each test. Also, bring
two sharpened No. 2 pencils to each
test. If you are taking the Math Level 1
test, you will need to bring a scientific
or graphing calculator. You should
arrive at your test room no later than
the report time listed on the test
schedule. For most tests, you may not
leave until everyone is dismissed.

Useful Information About
Credit by Examination

Challenging a course
You may apply to take a test over the
content of any UT Austin under-
graduate course in an attempt to earn
credit by examination for that course.
If you wish to challenge a course for
which no test is regularly offered, you
can ask a DIIA/STS staff member to
explain the procedure.

Petition to record credit
No credit by examination will appear
on your official transcript until you
instruct DIIA/STS to report it to the
Registrar. To have credit reported, you
must claim your credit by logging
onto the DIIA/STS Web site at www.
utexas.edu/academic/mec/. You will
be assessed a fee of $6 per credit hour
for the credit by examination you
request to be reported to the Office of

the Registrar. The DIIA/STS Web site
gives a full explanation on how to
petition and pay for credit. After credit
has been reported to the Registrar, it
cannot be changed. Although you may
petition for your credit by examination
immediately after you obtain your UT
EID, your credit will not be officially
recorded on your transcript until you
begin attending classes at UT Austin.
To have credit recorded at the end of a
particular semester, you must petition
by that semester's last class day.
Petition deadline information is avail-
able from the DIIA/STS Web site. If you
take a course for which you have
earned credit by examination prior to
petitioning for that specific course,
you are no longer eligible for credit by
examination in that course. You must
petition for your credit by examination
within 10 years from the test date.
Petitioning for credit by examination
that does not apply toward your
degree plan may make you ineligible
for a tuition rebate. See the General
Information catalog for information on
the university's policy for a tuition
rebate and consult with your academic
advisor.

Arrangements for Students
Who Want to Take Two Tests
Scheduled at the Same Time

If you want to take two tests, but both
are scheduled at the same time on
August 19 or 20, you must contact
DIIA/STS by August 10 to find out the
alternate time we will administer one
of your tests. This alternate time will
be available ONLY to students desiring
to take two DIIA/STS tests August 19
or 20. Students with time conflicts of
any other type, academic or non-aca-
demic, must make their own choices or
arrangements.
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Special Arrangements for
Students with Disabilities

Any student with a documented
physical or cognitive disability who
requires academic accommodations
should:

Grammar, Spelling and
Punctuation Test and
Word Processing Test

Fall 2009 Administrations
The computer-based Grammar, Spell-
ing and Punctuation Test (GSP) and
Word Processing Test (WP) will be
offered before fall registration. For the
test schedule, see DIIA/STS Web site.
The tests are also offered twice
monthly in the computer-based testing
center at DIIA/STS.

Test Time
The GSP and WP tests will be
administered at DIIA/STS throughout
the day.

Your test results will be displayed on
the computer screen at the time you
complete your test(s).

Registering for the Tests

You may register for a test online from
the DIIA/STS Web site at www.utexas.
edu/academic/mec/. Registration will
be available through the DIIA/STS Web
site. After registering you can return to
the DIIA/STS Web site to check, change
or cancel your registration status.

Test Fee Payment

When you confirm your registration for
a test you will be immediately billed a
non-refundable test registration fee of
$15. The remainder of the test fee will
be billed after you take the test.
Payment is due within 14 days after the
test administration. The DIIA/STS Web
site gives a full explanation on how to
pay your test fees.
